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Argentina, is among the 10 largest world countries with natural resources, which is able to generate food and combat global warming.
The agricultural activity is livestock with one of the most important economic activities in the country and is one of the most threatened by climate change, in which emissions are compensated at least in part by carbon sequestration it generates . 
In the 60 Experimental Station INTA Pergamino study the treatment of planting without soil disturbance. 
The results were favorable, the crop is acceptable development. From the 80's this method was implemented for the cultivation of soybeans. 
The application of no-tillage system reduces diesel consumption of 15 liters per hectare while decreasing the consumption of chemicals, using a single drill, and among the benefits is an increase in yield per hectare as to rotate soil is not degraded. 
This new version of Certified Agriculture is one of the mechanisms proposed by the Kyoto Protocol. 
In our country, Argentina Association of Producers of tillage is an NGO composed of a network of agricultural producers from the interest in preserving its most valuable resource the ground took the publication of a new agricultural paradigm based on direct seeding

LEGAL FRAMEWORK OF THE CDM 


Clean Development Mechanism is one of the three techniques proposed by the Kyoto protocol. 
The legal framework for CDM in Argentina, may enroll in a specific context is given by rules governing such projects and a generic framework in which form the broader field of environmental regulations in Argentina. 


CARBON 
In Argentina, the government encourages participation in the Carbon Bond Market by the Ministry of Environment and Sustainable Development, the Argentine Carbon Fund and a favorable legal framework. 
Argentina participates in the Carbon Credit market primarily as a supplier of Certified Emission Reductions (CERS) each does not amount to a ton of leaving the issue to the atmosphere and are obtained as a result of project implementation mechanisms called Clean Development Mechanism. 
At present Argentina has approved 17 CDM projects internationally. 

ARGENTINE CARBON FUND 

In September 2005, is created by government decree Carbon Fund in the area of ​​the Department of Environment and Sustainable Development. The goal of this organization is to facilitate and enhance the development of Clean Development Mechanisms in Argentina. 


CARBON BOND ISSUES INSURANCE ACTIVITY 



The system of carbon quotas set greenhouse gas emissions in industrialized countries and the PK-called Annex I countries and encourages the investment of funds in projects that reduce emissions in industrialized countries not designated in the Annex I. 

Latin American countries that lead the Carbon Bonds are Brazil, Mexico and Chile. 

ISSUES OF IMPORTANCE IN RELATION TO INSURANCE 

The trading of carbon affects the determination of the amounts insurers and insurance compensation of lost profits. 
The particular situation of each company will determine the expenses or income that these bonds CER can be part of variable costs or revenue of a company. 
In an industrialized country carbon credits, in respect of the sum insured, are variable, ie higher purchase amount of carbon will be less than the sum insured. 
With regard to compensation for a loss, the adjuster subtracted from the compensation variable costs saved by avoiding the purchase of carbon credits required. 
In a non-industrialized country, the carbon credits in relation to the sum insured should be taken into account as income, the greater amount of purchasing carbon credits insured amount will be higher. 
The reports of market surveys indicate that in industrialized countries, the influence of the bonds is not taken into account, based on the income from the sale of carbon credits is split from the company's own sales, including how to include the revenue bonds in an income statement is very wide and may be part of the sales revenue, special revenue and other variations. 
On the other hand, when carbon credits are taken into account, presents a difficulty often results in the recovery thereof, should be provided for the price change until the end of the term of the policy and liability period . 
Importantly, the carbon credits are part of the insured gross margin for that reason does not require a specific text or conditioned to cover. 
When submitting a claim must be properly documented the amount of bonds had been issued, not always in the annual audit recognizes the amount of emission reductions expected or planned in the initial draft and final issue that depends on several factors. 

At the same time, it is possible to note that ensures the loss of benefits caused by perils covered by the damages section of the policy, ie fire, breakage, acts of nature, etc.. Not insured delays in project approval, the risk of price fluctuation and other financial and commercial risks inherent in the projects (if there are other financial instruments to protect against them).

WETLANDS 

The main feature of wetlands is the influence of water, the main factor controlling the environment, vegetation and wildlife. 
The Ramsar Convention to which Argentina is attached by Law 23,919 National Wetlands Act defines wetlands as areas of marsh, peatland or water natural or artificial permanent or temporary standing, flowing, fresh or salt. 
These ecosystems play a fundamental role in many natural processes among which are: 

Flood Dimmer 

Moderators of the local microclimate 

Control of coastal erosion 

Carbon sink 

The Paraná Delta is a micro-wetlands with an area of ​​17,000 km2, act to retain water, reduce flood peaks. 
The Esteros del Ibera, located in the province of Corrientes, have an area of ​​20,000 km2es one of the richest ecosystems of Argentina. 
The Gran Chaco is a vast plain of 1,000,000 km2, 60% is located in Argentina. 
The wetlands in this area have an annual cycle of water recharge during the rainy season from October to April. 

BOGS 
Peatlands are ecosystems with extensive global distribution in the Argentine sector of Isla Grande de Tierra del Fuego the area occupied is 2,700 km2. 
Peatlands harbor a large percentage of carbon in soil and fresh water available, besides regulating drainage 


MITIGATION 
The impact on the global balance of three types of greenhouse gases in their natural state retain and release CO2 CH4 Methane and Nitrous Oxide. 
On the other hand reduce flooding, purify surface water. 
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
